Graceland, Crossroads, Harrison Hills and First Baptist, Elizabeth have discipleship programs in place where the laity is em-
powered. Discipleship is critical to church growth. First Baptist, Charlestown is also using Sunday evening to train their peo-
ple and have been in the top five in our Association in growth.

Worship

Several churches stand out in using multiple methods in their worship service to touch people’s hearts. They are Eastern
Heights, Oak Park, Forest Park in Louisville, Graceland, First Baptist, Elizabeth and Crossroads. Each uses power point

effectively for hymns, sermon outlines and sermon illustrations.

Staff Coordination

How does a church staff stay on the same page? Several stand out in their communication and coordination. They are First
Baptist, Charlestown, Graceland, First Baptist, Elizabeth, Oak Park, Harrison Hills, Crossroads, First Baptist, Corydon and
Cross of Calvary.
